Application

Recommendedapplicationtemperatures: 40°-100°F. Pre-conditioned sealantto approxi-
mately 70°Fis necessary whenworking atextremes. For best performance, Sikaflex Self-
Leveling Sealantshould be pouredintojointwhenjointslotis at mid-point ofits designed
expansionand contraction. Pour sealantintojointslotin one direction and allow sealantto
flowandleveloutasnecessary. Toolasrequired, although minimumtoolingis necessary.
Jointdimension should allow for ¥ainch minimum and ¥2inch maximum thickness for
sealant. Properdesignis 2:1 width to depthratio. Always use bond breaker tape or closed
cellbackerrodforsupporton horizontal joints.
